Item Hierarchies

Hierarchies are very common in requirements management and systems engineering:

· Requirement hierarchies

· System Breakdown Structures (SBSs)

· Cost Breakdown Structures (CBSs)

· Work Breakdown Structures (WBSs)

· Risk register

Cradle allows hierarchies to be constructed using drag-and-drop to create links from each parent to its children. The resulting hierarchies can be explored as trees:

Building Item Hierarchies

Hierarchies are seldom created in a single operation. It is more usual for a hierarchy to be created interactively, gradually developing the hierarchy item by item.

Cradle makes this process very simple. The hierarchy can be extended by selecting a node in the tree (or in a list or table) and either right click and choose New and the appropriate menu option:

Reordering Item Hierarchies

It is very likely that a  hierarchy will need to be reorganised as it is being built, for example:

· To add a new top item into the hierarchy and move existing items below it

· Move individual items to a different position in the hierarchy

· Move sub-trees in the hierarchy upwards, downwards, or to any other new position

Cradle supports reordering of hierarchies using drag-and-drop.

CSV Files

Comma separated value (CSV) files are a simple method to exchange data between applications. Cradle can export to CSV format, and can import data in CSV format.

The format of CSV files is very simple:

CSV Import 

Cradle can import from CSV files into a Cradle database. Once you have some data in CSV format, to import it into Cradle you open the Import Information dialog by…

Import Formats

If you expect to perform a particular import regularly, then you can save the setup of the import in an import format. Import formats are…

CSV Export

Cradle can export database information into CSV files. To export information from Cradle, you open the Export Information dialog by…

Export Formats

If you expect to perform a particular export regularly, then you can save the setup of the export in an export format. Export formats are…

Capturing from Excel

Cradle includes a plug-in for Excel that can be used to capture data from a spreadsheet directly into a Cradle database. The plug-in can capture from spreadsheets into:

Migrating Data from DOORS

There are several approaches to migrating data from IBM Rational® DOORS®, into Cradle:

· Word documents

· AP233 files

· CSV files

Word 2007 Bug

On 8th June 2009 Microsoft released hotfix KB969604 for Office 2007. As you may have read elsewhere, this hotfix creates a serious bug in Word 2007 that causes document variables to become corrupted. This Microsoft bug seriously affects Cradle Document Loader so that the user now sees an error message when loading a session or comparing a new document version:

Old Versions of Cradle
