3SL wishes to give notice of two changes that are part of the new Cradle release, version Cradle-6.2. One change is an option for Project Administrators and, potentially, for your IT and/or Security departments, but the other change affects all Cradle users.

Named User Licences

3SL is pleased to announce that our new Cradle release, Cradle-6.2, introduces a new type of concurrent licensing into Cradle, called named user licensing.

The named user licences are cheaper than concurrent user licences!

Cradle XML and RIF
A major enhancement in Cradle-6.2 is the introduction of XML support into Cradle.

We also support Requirements Interchange Format (RIF) version 1.1a.

We also support any other XML schema using Cradle’s user-definable schema transformation mechanism.

New LDAP Configuration Guide

Several 3SL customers have deployed Cradle into an IT environment that includes LDAP, either as Microsoft Active Directory or another LDAP server (such as OpenLDAP). 3SL has provided a new technical paper that discusses the setup of LDAP and Cradle and diagnosing problems with LDAP configurations.

3SL wishes to advise that we have recently discovered some issues with the rendering of diagrams in output documents generated by Cradle Document Publisher.

Dual Screen Support

Mixed Office Installations
3SL has recently encountered customers and potential customers who have installed pieces of different versions of Microsoft Office. For example, they have installed Office 2003 and then added Access 2007. Such mixed installations can cause problems for Cradle.

Word 2007 Bug

On 8th June 2009 Microsoft released hotfix KB969604 for Office 2007. As you may have read elsewhere, this hotfix creates a serious bug in Word 2007 that causes document variables to become corrupted. This Microsoft bug seriously affects Cradle Document Loader so that the user now sees an error message when loading a session or comparing a new document version:

Old Versions of Cradle
