The Cradle-6.4 release introduced support for rich text frames. The next Cradle release will extend this facility to include:

· Creation and editing of rich text within Cradle

· Migration of existing text frames into rich text frames

External Documents


Virtually all projects use documents, either as sources of information or as outputs to customers or other groups. The next Cradle release will provide new support for formal documents that correlates database items with specific instances of all key project input and output documentation.

This new capability will also help to link data management inside Cradle with external document management.

How to Link Cradle to Bugzilla

Bugzilla is a popular bug tracking software tool used by the Mozilla community and by many companies and other organisations to help manage their software development projects. 

Cradle and Bugzilla can be linked so that a Bugzilla bug can be associated with an item in a Cradle database and Cradle can access Bugzilla to display that bug. It is also possible to access the Cradle from within Bugzilla, making the link bi-directional.

How to Create Nested Tables

A common need is to show how two sets of information relate to each other, often in a table, that is described as:

· Traceability

· Coverage

· Compliance

In Cradle, such correlations are shown using a nested table, which are easy to create.

How to Create Hierarchies from Numbered Tabular Data

It is common for a project to have data with hierarchical numbers and to want to load this data into Cradle and create a hierarchy in Cradle from these hierarchical numbers.

Migrating Data from DOORS Using Tables

It is a simple process to migrate data from tables generated from DOORS into Cradle, whilst preserving the hierarchical relationships between the requirements.

Acrobat Compatibility


Adobe Systems recently released version 10 of their Acrobat products, including both Acrobat itself and Acrobat Reader. This release has introduced compatibility problems for Cradle.

Mixed Office Installations
3SL has recently encountered customers and potential customers who have installed pieces of different versions of Microsoft Office. For example, they have installed Office 2003 and then added Access 2007. Such mixed installations can cause problems for Cradle.

Old Versions of Cradle
